(vv. 2b–3c)​

4.​ God made all people from one man, affirming our shared origin and 
equality.  (v. Acts 17:26)​
 

5.​ God’s presence, love and peace are available to all nations.  
(v. Acts 17:27)​
 

6.​ Our identity is in Christ; therefore, the gospel is God’s pathway to
