4.​ Blessings follow when we give generously and joyfully. (v. 10)​
 

5.​ Opportunities to give are continual; therefore, give as God requires. 
(v. 11)​
 

6.​ Giving includes more than money—it involves meeting practical 
needs. (v. Matt. 25:42).​
 

7.​ Neglecting those in need is negligent worship of God.
